f) Experience in mountaineering and rock climbing with ‘A’ grading in Advance Mountaineering Course fromHMI,NIM,JIM,

SGMI,DMAS,HAWS.

General Instructions


a)
Honorarium:
IMF will pay Rs. 10,000/- (all inclusive) for traveling expenses and pocket money in two installments at the IMF.  Rs. 5000/- at the time of briefing and Rs.. 5000/- at the time of de-briefing.

b) Equipment  : Equipment would be catered for by the foreign expedition team leader.

c) Insurance    :      Life Insurance Policy upto Rs. 100000/- premium paid by IMF.

d) Traveling expenses and daily allowance :  Nil

e) Boarding/lodging arrangements during expedition:  These are done by the foreign expedition leader.
